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New Chemical Notification


Application for Assessment Certificate

This New Chemical Notification (NCN) Form is to be used by applicants in applying for an Assessment Certificate for a new industrial chemical pursuant to section 23 of the Industrial Chemicals (Notification and Assessment) Act 1989 (Cwlth) (the Act).

Instructions for Completing the NCN Form

The NCN Form comprises Parts 1 and 2 with attachments and serves as an aid for complying with the Act. 

PART 1 
The declaration is used for administrative and chemical identity information. Where space is insufficient an attachment page should be completed and signed. Each applicant must at least complete and sign a separate Part 1. You may reproduce this form, or portions thereof, for this purpose. Only the holder of confidential data need complete details of the chemical identity.

PART 2 
The notification Checklist is a guide to the information required to support an application for an Assessment Certificate under the Limited or Standard Notification category.

ATTACHMENTS
The Schedule Attachments requires the applicant to provide information to NICNAS about the chemical in a standardised format. Further instructions for completing the Attachments or applying for the 15% rebate in notification fee are described in Part 3.

Detailed guidance for fulfilling prescribed information requirements and completing Part 2 is provided in the NICNAS Handbook for Notifiers. Guidance for completing the Attachments is provided in Guidance for Completing the New Chemicals Assessment Report Template. PART 3: ASSESSMENT REPORT TEMPLATE

Instructions For Completing The Template

Template

The Template has been designed to enable applicants to provide information about the chemical in a standardised format and also comply with the notification requirements of the Act. The information provided in the Template must be comprehensive to enable NICNAS to conduct its assessment of the chemical. Therefore, as a minimum applicants must provide information on the chemical in accordance with the list in the table below.

Required Schedule Items

The Schedule Attachments which should be completed for each category of notification are given below. If data which is outside the required Schedule parts for the notification category is available to you, the appropriate Schedule Attachment should also be completed to the extent required to cover this data; for example, if mammalian toxicology or genotoxicity data is available for a notification submitted as a Limited notification, the appropriate sections of Schedule Attachment C1 should be completed. For toxicology, ecotoxicology and physico-chemical properties data, there are additional sections which correspond to test data which is not on the Schedule but may be available to you. These additional tests sections should be filled out to the extent required to cover all of the data available to you.

Confidentiality – Claiming Exempt Information

Under the Act applicants may claim confidentiality for certain Schedule data items (eg chemical identity, purity) to be treated as exempt information, that is, information that is withheld from publication in the Full Public Report, Summary Report and any other document or notice that is released by NICNAS to the public domain. Data items that can be claimed confidential are assigned tick boxes in the Checklist at Part 2 of the NCN Form. To support claims for confidentiality, full details of each claim for exempt information with justification for each request are to be given in Section 1.3 of Schedule Attachment Part A.

In some cases for example, “import volume over the next five years”, the exact details can be claimed confidential, however, a generic or sanitised description is required for the public report. 

If you are claiming confidentiality you will need to provide both the specific details and generic or sanitised text. There are “confidential” and  “non-confidential” fields in the Schedule Attachments for this purpose. 

Variation To The Schedule – Waiver Of Data Items

Claims for Variation to the Schedule of Data Requirements are to be described in Section 1.4 of Schedule Attachment Part A. Each claim of Variation must be described in full with supporting scientific arguments for each request. 

Eligibility For The 15% Rebate In Notification Fee

A rebate of 15% of the assessment fee for standard and limited notifications may be provided to applicants who submit an acceptable written report with their notification statement.

The criteria defining an acceptable written report fall into 3 broad areas:

· approved format.
· level of detail required for each section.
· completeness of the submission.
Approved Format
The Approved Format comprises the required Schedule Attachments.

Level of Detail

Sufficient information is required to enable the assessment to be made from an occupational, public health and environmental perspective. This includes details of tests performed and, where toxicity data are available, a summary of the data is required with supporting study reports. Although provision of toxicity data is not a scheduled requirement for Limited notifications the Act does stipulate that if these data are available to the applicant they should be provided with the submission (s.23(10)).
